A boring and confusing adventureBy KarToon12Ever since the 
relaunch in 2005, I've been a fan of Doctor Who (and have later gone back to watch the classic series as well). And 
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when I discovered there were a ton of novels based on the show as well, I knew I had to check them out. All of them 
have different writers, and all of them vary in degrees of quality. But all of them still capture the spirit of the show; 
playing out like actual episodes, while being able to utilize things that would be extremely difficult to create on the 
show (in terms of special effects).Taking place during the time of the Ninth Doctor, he and his companion, Rose, 
arrive in 1920s London, where they immediately run smack into a mystery.

Now normally, I consider 
myself a fairly patient person, and I've gotten through fairly long books before with no problems. But that really all 
depends on how interesting the plot and/or characters are, and how well the suspense is built up. With this in mind, 
this is honestly one of the most boring "Who" novels I've had to read. The plot moves forward at a snail's pace, with 
all the characters just standing around talking, as if they're just waiting for something to happen, and it's not until the 
halfway mark that any sort of action or excitement finally begins. This would be forgivable if the characters made up 
for it, but other than the cute and plucky little boy, Freddie, and the mysterious "Painted Lady" who constantly hides 
her face behind a mask, none of these people are particularly interesting or memorable.
