But over the past nine years the movie has devel oped a massive and passionate cult following, led by the creation of
Lebowski Fest, atraveling festival of all things Lebowski. Held in abowling alley, it features bowling, costume and
trivia contests, live music, a screening of the movie, White Russians, and what-haveyou. Attendance has grown
exponentially and the Fest has been featured in virtually every national media outlet, from NPR to the New Y ork
Times.
